3. Justification and Outcomes 
 
The Sport Studies Division faculty believe that this new concentration will bridge a gap in the department between 
students that are pursuing a license to teach in a K-12 school system and the student that wants to coach or pursue 
other nontraditional opportunities that does not require a license and does not want to teach in a traditional school 
setting. The Physical Education and Coaching (non-licensure) concentration will prepare students with the 
knowledge and skill set to pursue non-traditional coaching and recreational jobs. The proposed concentration is very 
common within other Kinesiology departments, such as, Southern Miss, Georgia Southern (minor degree program), 
Mississippi Valley, and University of North Alabama (minor degree program). These are just a few examples that 
have some version of non – teaching licensure degree programs. This will allow our department to be competitive in 
this field of study.  
 
Dr. Brad Vickers created a class survey in his PE 3163 (Sport Psychology) class to gauge the interest in this program 
of study. The Following is what was asked to his students: 
 


“Would you be interested in a non-licensure PE and Coaching degree if Mississippi State offered one?” 
 


“This degree program would allow you to coach, work/manage city parks & recreation programs, or 
provide fitness instruction/training. It is not designed for you to obtain a teaching license. “ 


 
“I’m not asking if you want to change your degree program, but would this program have interested you 
coming out of high school?” 


 
From those questions, 47 students answered yes they would have been interested, and 10 answered no they 
would not be interested coming out of high school. Even though this is a very small and informal sample, we 
believe this captures the interest of what we have been hearing from students the last couple of years.  
 
 
Learning Outcomes 
 
The goal and mission of the concentration aligns with the goal and mission of the College of Education and 
Department of Kinesiology. This concentration will prepare qualified professionals to serve in recreation, and 
educational settings. All learning outcomes will be satisfied with the completion of this program of study. For 
example, students will gain the necessary content and skill knowledge through the appropriate curriculum course 
work that is proposed in this program of study, and students will experience practical learning experiences through 
the required internship course at the end of the program of study. The following are specific outcomes that students 
will receive at the conclusion of the program of study: 
 


1. Students will have the knowledge of recreation and coaching current theories and practices as it relates to 
their profession.  


2. Students will be able to explore and evaluate different perspectives within the recreation and coaching 
setting by observing and learning different methods.  


3. Students will understand the importance of working collaboratively together to achieve similar goals in the 
recreation and coaching environment.  


4. Students will be able to identify career opportunities within the parameters of non-licensure coaching 
market and recreational setting.  


 
Program Review/Assessment 
 


1. The sport coaching industry is a billion-dollar business that by all accounts is continuing to grow in dollar 
amount and participation rates. Due to the growth in the job market and the different applications one can 
now use their coaching passion and expertise, some schools have added some form of a Sport Coaching 
degree. As shown in the Table below, the degree program from University of Southern Mississippi is very 
similar to our proposed program of study, but not identical.

In our opinion, our program will equip its graduates with strong theoretical knowledge, skills, and abilities required 
to address the growing market of Sport Coaching. Our program will also allow our students to gain practical 
experience through the internship requirement. 
 
In addition to similar programs of study within our state, University of West Florida, Middle Tennessee State, and 
Murray State are universities within the Southeast region that have similar programs of study that we are 
introducing. This is a growing trend that we are seeing because the market is changing in the coaching and 
recreation industry. More job opportunities are becoming available in the youth sport coaching industry along with 
the growing number of recreational jobs. We believe this program of study will allow students to compete for those 
new job opportunities.  
 


2.  Employer assessment and feedback of student’s preparedness for employment.  
  
Since I have the honor of being the state’s university representative of the Mississippi Recreation and Park 
Association board of directors, I was able to receive some feedback from several Directors of Parks and 
Association officials across the state. I have copied their responses below: 
 
“Matthew,  
 
I think the curriculum looks good. However, here are few small recommendations: 
 
1) I know football and basketball officiating is on there but talking about all officials and retention is 
important as well. 
 
2) scheduling and bracketing for a rec league or tournaments  
 
3) first aid is also important or an intro course in athletic training. 
 
Anyway, those are my thoughts. Let me know if you have any questions. 







 
Alex” (Tupelo Parks and Recreation Director) 
 
 
“Hey Matthew, sorry for my very late response. I have read over your information, and I think the 
concentration is definitely worthwhile.  If I had a position open for a sports programming manager, I would 
consider hiring a person with the degree.  One thing, for me, is that the concentration should include some 
more management course work.  As you get into the recreation field, unless you want to be a sports 
manager forever, you need so much more experience in handling personnel, laws, ADA, business 
management and budgeting, project management and more.   
  
A wise professor told me a long time ago (basically) that while we go into Recreation because we love to 
offer program opportunities and not be behind a desk, if we are good at our jobs, we will eventually be a 
manager or Director, so it is important to know it all.” Darcie Crew, Recreation Director, Jackson County 
 
As you can see that the general spirit of the feedback is positive from a recreational standpoint. This was 
encouraging, because we know that we are not just addressing the skills and knowledge to become a Sports 
Coach. Therefore, we believe students in this program of study will have the knowledge and exposure to 
other skill sets, such as program managers, that will make them more marketable after graduation.   


 
3.  Will this program change meet local, state, regional, and national educational and cultural needs? If so, 


please describe. 
a. This program change will not alter how we meet local, state, regional, and national educational 


and cultural needs.  
4. Will this program change result in duplication in the System? If so, please describe.  


a. Even though there are similar programs of study in the State, there will not be a duplication in the 
system.  


5.  Will this program change/advance student diversity within the discipline? If so, please describe.  
a. This program of study will not negatively affect student diversity within the discipline.  


6. Will this program change result in an increase in the potential placement of graduates in MS, the Southeast, 
and the U.S.? 


a. It is possible that due to the flexibility of the curriculum, students could enter into Coaching in a 
nontraditional setting, or enter into the recreation management profession, thus increasing the potential 
placements of graduates in MS, the Southeast, or within the U.S. For example, I have posted a job that 
I found on www.indeed.com that serves as a great example of a graduate’s opportunity to find a job in 
the Southeast with the background of the proposed curriculum.

1. JUSTIFICATION AND STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES  
 
Modification 1. Replace two COE courses with equivalent HED courses more specifically tailored to 
the SAHE practitioner preparation program. 
 
In 2017, the SAHE MS program was transitioned out of Counselor Education, a CACREP accredited and 
licensure-focused concentration, to Educational Leadership, a non-accredited concentration with no 
connection to a counseling licensure pathway. As such, we propose replacing COE 8023 Counseling 
Theory and COE 8013 Counseling Skills with HED 8013 College Student Wellness and Student Affairs 
Practice and HED 8023 Helping and Intervention Skills in SAHE to: 
 


a) better align SAHE curriculum with its specific focus on helping skills related to college students, 
college environments, and college student affairs; 


b) eliminate the appearance of training non-licensure students for licensure-focused counseling 
activities; and 


c) enhance the focus of practitioner training for students seeking jobs in the SAHE field upon 
graduation; 
 


These course replacements do not alter the overall goal or structure of the SAHE degree program. 
 


Modification 2. Eliminate the required elective from the Program of Study. 
 
In a recent review of the SAHE curriculum, it was determined that the elective inherited from the previous 
curriculum in Counselor Education no longer serves a purpose that justifies its inclusion as a required 
course in the Program of Study. Professional standards do not require the elective and it is not considered a 
key component of either core knowledge or skills development as evaluated by the comprehensive exam. 
As such, eliminating the required elective in the Program of Study will:

a) eliminate the financial and time burdens placed on students for a class that does not have strong 


justification for being included as a program requirement;  
b) free up a course requirement that will allow full-time students opportunities to gain valuable 


hands-on summer experiences at alternative institutions; 
c) shorten the time to degree completion, especially for part-time students who are enrolled in the 


program while working full-time 
d) reallocate faculty resources to fulfill other core class and doctoral program curricular needs. 


 
The elimination of this requirement lowers our overall required credit hours from 42 to 39, which also 
enhances our competitiveness with similar programs in SAHE. 


 
Modification 3. Add clause allowing PT students to substitute an elective for 3 credit hours of the 
credit hour practicum requirement. 


 
Our Program of Study was originally predicated on the assumption of full-time students who work only 20 
hours a week in Graduate Assistantships related to SAHE. Since shifting from COE to EDLD, we have 
significantly increased our enrollment by part-time students who work full-time at MSU while enrolled in 
the program. This is due, in large part, to relinquishing the restrictiveness of the CACREP accreditation 
requirements that often posed barriers for full-time workers (e.g., requirements to take four classes per 
semester to stay in sequence, a 600 hour internship in the final semester of the program).   
 
While we maintain a 300 field hour requirement (split over two three-credit hour courses) supported by our 
field’s CAS Standards guidelines for master’s program curricula, students who are full-time workers 
routinely encounter difficulties with requesting time off from work to complete two semesters’ worth of 
fieldwork hours. The faculty recognize that the intent of field-work hours is to give students substantive 
experience directly in an SAHE office setting to enhance their resumes, professional networks, and career 
mobility. In reexamining our field work policy, the program faculty deemed that full-time workers already 
substantively gain the experience required by practicum partially through their existing campus job 
experiences, and therefore should, with advisors approval, have an option for substituting an elective to 
satisfy at  least part of the practicum requirement. This policy will: 
 
a. eliminate unnecessary barriers for part-time students wishing to enroll in our program;  
b. better support the needs of part-time students who hold full-time jobs while enrolled in the program; 
c. decrease time conflicts that place students in difficult negotiating positions between MSU worksites and 


the master’s program. 
 


This policy change does not alter the overall goal or structure of the SAHE degree program. 
 
Modification 4. Change the order of courses listed in the catalogue program of study overview. 
 
The order in which the classes are listed on the program change form has been changed from how courses 
are currently listed in the graduate catalogue. This alteration will: 
a. clarify for both prospective and current students the program sequence, distinguishing first-year 


(foundations and student facing curriculum) and second-year (leadership and administrative facing 
curriculum) course options; and 


b. strengthen advisors’ capacity to guide students in course selection.  
 


This policy does not alter the overall goal or structure of the SAHE degree program.

3. JUSTIFICATION AND STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 
 
Modification 1. Change Headings and Organization of Program of Study Requirements. 
 
The EDLD/HEL concentration has existed since 2017 and was designed to mirror the P-12 concentration that 
shares the parent degree. After 5 years of enrolling students in the program, teaching courses in the program of 
study, and advising students, it became evident that previous headings and sequencing of classes on the 
program of study were unclear and did not follow the sequencing of courses as they are taken by students from 
year to year. Additionally, the Additional Courses section with a variable requirement of 3-6 credit hours was 
confusing. Therefore, we propose to change the titles for the headings and the order in which they are listed in 
addition to eliminating the Additional Classes section altogether. The summarized table below provides a 
clearer view of how the proposed headings compare to the current. The change in headings and Program of 
Study organization will: 
 


a) provide a clearer rubric to program into the CAPP compliance software which will result in an 
enhanced visual in the course auditing platform; 


b) clarify the program’s goals and requirements for both prospective and current students; 
c) provide better tools to advisors for guiding students along the sequence of courses required to 


complete the program. 
 
While particular change does affect the aesthetics of how the Program of Study is communicated, it does not 
ultimately change the concentration in a substantive way.

Modification 2. Delete Extraneous Lab Credit Hours from Research & Methodology Requirements. 
 
As noted above, the doctoral HEL concentration in EDLD was designed to parallel P-12 concentration in 
EDLD. In that original design, 5 courses totaling 17 credit hours were required to fulfill the Research 
Methodology course requirements. Because the total credit hour requirement was 17 rather than 15, it is 
evident that this design leaned heavily toward statistical methods, for which two of the courses (4 credit hours 
each) included a 1 hour required lab. This created difficulty when students alternatively pursued non-lab, 3-
credit hour qualitative courses or other 3-credit hour quantitative options to fulfill their Programs of Study. 
Therefore, our proposal maintains a 5 course sequence but requires only 15 credit hours rather than 17, thereby 
decreasing the program by 2 credit hours. This change will: 
 


a. allow students more diverse options (quantitative and qualitative) for methodological tracks relevant to 
their research interests; 


b. allow students to fulfill their research requirements without required labs; 
c. help students avoid finding or paying for two extraneous credit hours to fulfill research requirements 


when their methodology courses do not include labs;  
d. speed students’ time to course completion and comprehensive exams; and 
e. assist advisors with completing CAPP compliances. 


 
The change does change the overall credit hours required for the program, but does not change the course 
requirements in a substantive manner. 
 
Modification 3. Create New Courses to Enhance Offerings under Different Program of Study Headings 
 
This proposal includes the creation of new courses for the Program of Study to enhance scholarly training, as 
listed below:  
 
Major Courses in Higher Education 


• HED 8693 Diversity, Equity, & Inclusion in Higher Education 
• HED 8703 Student Success in Higher Education (in approval process) 


 


Major Courses in Higher Education are designed to provide aspiring Higher Education scholars with broad foundational 
knowledge based on the key streams of research, scholarship, and practice that anchor our interdisciplinary field. 
Collectively, the Major Courses reflects not only the content we would expect any Higher Education PhD recipient to 
possess, but also reflects the range of epistemological, ontological, and often methodological approaches central to our 
scholarly discourse.  


HED 8703 Student Success in Higher Education 
Over the past 5 years since the program’s inception, it became clear that we had omitted an important focus on Student 
Success as a scholarly discourse relevant to higher education and higher education-adjacent leadership at every level of 







our field. We have taught this course and substituted it into the Program of Study twice, observing notable positive impact 
on students’ dissertation topics, research questions, research design, and work in higher education. This proposal 
formalizes the content of the Student Success course and situates it more permanently in the Program of Study. 


HED 8693 Diversity, Equity, & Inclusion in Higher Education 
Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion is also an important discourse in our field today, at the heart of rigorous legal, policy, 
organizational, pedagogical, and developmental considerations for executive leadership in contemporary colleges and 
universities. In the current Program of Study, this requirement is fulfilled by a master’s level, student-facing course on the 
topic. Over the past five years, however, we have found the need for a course with a broader lens for doctoral students 
who may additionally focus research on faculty, staff, executive leadership, and lawmakers as well as financial, 
economic, and policy environments. Therefore, this proposal replaces HED 8623 Diversity, Globalization, and the 
College Student with a newly designed Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion in Higher Education course. In turn, HED 8623 
will be available as an elective for graduate students interested in research related to its specific student-facing content. 


 


These changes to the Higher Education core will: 


a) more robustly prepare doctoral students for applied leadership and scholarship in our field; and 
b) enhance doctoral work related to comprehensive exams and dissertation research.

Since the program’s inception, we have relied upon other departments to provide research and methodology coursework 
to our doctoral students. Over the past five years, however, it has become apparent (especially in preparing a growing 
number of doctoral students for dissertation research) that the existing courses do not adequately address specific types of 
inquiry aligned with contemporary scholarly discourse in the higher education field or the application of methodological 
techniques to higher education contexts beyond student learning (e.g., organization, policy, history, student success). In 
that same time, we have increased our faculty size and added expertise on methodological training related specifically to 
our field of study in higher education. This proposal does not change the spirit of the Program of Study’s methodology 
requirements, but replaces out-of-program courses with program-specific courses and expands offerings related to 
advanced methodology coursework.  


These new core research and methodology courses will: 


a) help students better understand the research traditions and applications relevant specifically to higher education 
as a field of study; 


b) provide students an enhanced opportunity to connect higher education subject matter with methodological 
discourse as they progress in the program; 


c) better prepare students to successfully complete both comprehensive exams and dissertation research with 
strategies and content relevant to our field’s current scholarly discourse. 


Additionally, the newly designed advanced methodology courses will: 







a) expand training opportunities relevant to the range of research and methodological techniques discussed in 
international conference presentations and engaged in our field’s scholarly journals; 


b) provide more targeted advanced training for dissertation research and applications in the field; 
c) enhance student performance on comprehensive exams; and 
d) provide students enhanced tools for dissertation research. 


Finally, the inclusion of the advisor-approved interdisciplinary research & methodology course(s): 


a) offers opportunities for students with unique disciplinary backgrounds/dissertation interests to seek out existing 
courses from other departments on campus with the approval of their advisor.  


Combined, the changes will also aid advisors/dissertation chairs in that they will not have to re-teach foundational 
research methods related to higher education inquiry at the point of dissertation work, after core coursework has been 
completed.

Aligned with the expertise of faculty who have joined the program since its inception, our proposal includes new elective 
options to be included in the Program of Study. The new electives will: 


a) Broaden curricular opportunities for students relevant to trending issues in higher education scholarship and 
practice.

The dissertation seminar exists in other programs in our department and allows for targeted instruction of students 
actively working on dissertation research/writing. Acknowledging the Dissertation Seminar as a curricular option on the 
Program of Study will: 


a) clarify the fulfillment rubric on CAPP compliances 


 


In total, these new courses do not change the substantive approach or content of the Program of Study. Rather, they shift 
the burden of instruction to the program faculty and broaden course options within the curriculum.  


 
Modification 4. Move Existing Program of Study Courses to Different Program of Study Headings 
 
We propose to move existing courses under different subheadings of the Program of Study as updated above. 
 


• Move HED 8613 Academic Scholarship in Higher Education from Additional Courses to Research & 
Methodology Courses 


• Move HED/EDA 8353 Applications of Theory to Educational Administration and HED/EDA 8383 Ethical 
Decision Making in Educational Administration from Major Courses for Educational Leadership to 
Elective options. 


• Move HED 8623 Diversity, Globalization, and the College Student from Concentration Courses for Higher 
Education to Elective options. 







• Move CCL 8113 History and Philosophy of Community Colleges from Additional Courses to Electives 
options. 


 
These changes will:  


a) Streamline the Program of Study for students; and  
b) clarify the role each class plays in doctoral Higher Education training 


 
The changes allow the program to maintain a broad array of course options relevant to the interdisciplinary 
study of higher education and improve the overall blueprint for completing the Program of Study while not 
substantively changing the content of the Program of Study.  
 
Modification 5. Reweight Course Totals Under Program of Study Headings and Delete 3 Credit Hours 
from Overall Program Total 
 
Along with the changes in the Program of Study subheadings (Modification 1), elimination of the extraneous 2 
lab credit hours (Modification 2) and shifting of courses under those subheadings (Modifications 3 & 4), this 
proposal alters the credit hour totals for each Program of Study subheading as noted below.

Additionally, this proposal removes one 3-hour requirement from the Program of Study. While the reweighted 
subheading totals do not substantively change the Program of Study, the elimination of 3 general credit hours 
(in addition to the deletion of 2 extraneous Research & Methodology lab hour requirements) changes the 
required total credit hours from 76-79 to 71. Ultimately, although 5 credit hours total have been removed from 
the Program of Study, only one full class has been removed with this proposed change. 
 
These changes will: 
 


a) eliminate the ambiguity of a variable 76-79 credit hour requirement to complete the Program of Study; 
b) remove extraneous coursework that does not have a specific purpose in the Program of Study;  
c) speed students progress toward course completion without substantively altering the curriculum;  
d) allow the curriculum to be taught in a desired sequence by the current full-time faculty associated with 


the program. 
 
 







 
 
Modification 6. Add Existing HED Courses to Program of Study 
 
Our proposal adds the following existing HED courses to the Program of Study under Electives options: 


• HED 8143 U/CC Seminar 
• HED 8553 Student Affairs and Higher Education 


 
Over the past five years, the faculty have found these courses useful for broadening the courses applicable to 
doctoral student Programs of Study. The change will: 


• acknowledge a broader range of courses to fulfill requirements for the Program of Study 
• allow CAPP compliances to more readily recognize the courses as Electives options. 


 
These changes do not substantively change the program. 
 
Modification 7. Add Advisor-Approved HED/Interdisciplinary Options to Program of Study Headings  
 
Owing to the interdisciplinary nature of our field, students enter the program with a wide range of research 
interests from both content and methodological points of view. We offer an impressive range of courses with a 
small faculty, but sometimes recognize the need for unique, alternative, or interdisciplinary coursework to 
enhance students’ scholarly and/or practitioner training at the doctoral level. It is also often difficult to find 
one-to-one substitutions for these tailored class offerings in the CAPP compliances platform.  
 
Therefore, our proposal adds an advisor approved option under the Research & Methodology and Electives 
sections. These changes will: 
 


a) allow students to better customize select aspects of their Program of Study to reflect their 
individualized scholarly interests;  


b) allow advisors the latitude to include relevant interdisciplinary or special topics coursework to fulfill 
required coursework; and 


c) reflect a more accurate accounting of coursework on CAPP compliances; 
 
These changes do not substantively change the program.
