3. JUSTIFICATION AND LEARNING OUTCOMES
Justification

Mississippi State University, as well as the state of Mississippi and the US South in general, is home to a
significant population of individuals with origins in Latin America and the Caribbean, as well as
individuals from the US of Latin American and/or Caribbean heritage. For students at Mississippi State
University, understanding of these communities has occurred through coursework in diverse departments
and colleges throughout campus (as well as cultural activities led by various campus groups and
organizations, or the work of individuals from the university and non-university communities in Starkville
and surrounding areas).

MSU students would benefit from a minor course of study that allows them to explore the diversity of Latin
America, the Caribbean, and the Latinx communities living throughout the US from various disciplinary
perspectives, and to place those perspectives in discourse with one another. This interdisciplinary minor
will allow students to view these communities and groups from new angles, and to better understand the
nuances of their cultural, historical, social, and political heritage through comparative disciplinary study.

Relation to existing curriculum

The curricula of various departments and units at Mississippi State University already include numerous
courses that relate to Latin America, the Caribbean, and the Latinx community in the United States. The
minor seeks to unify these various courses and to help establish for students the inherently interconnected
and interdisciplinary approaches that are necessary to understand these various communities, and their
oftentimes shared cultural, historical, political, and sociological identities.

There is no concern for duplication related to the Latin American, Caribbean, and Latinx Studies minor,
given that the core course for the minor does not count as a core course for any other university major or
minor, and students will complete coursework in the curricula of various departments, with no more than





two courses from any given field of study.

Students who satisfy all requires for the minor will:

» Clearly delineate the inherently interdisciplinary and interconnected history of Latin America, the
Caribbean, and Latinx communities in the US

« Write critical papers on issues related to these communities through diverse disciplines of study
